Are we educating people with ability to think,
to question, and to search for answers in every
aspects of Science?

A recent article published in Science Magazine
(Shaking up Science- by Jennifer Couzin-Frankel)
lets us believe on the obvious: we delegate to
editors of high impact journals the task to tell us
what is good science (Arturo Casadevall).

Therefore, we are being hindered in our most
precarious way of knowledge: the creation;
which is to be indoctrinated to answer following
pre-established models.

The PhD education needs to undergo a
transformation, as the root of the word is
“Philosophy.”

According toFerricFang, notorious editor-in-chief
of the journal Infection and Immunity, “Ninety-
nine per cent of scientists are fear-driven.”
Thus, leading to the number of plagiarism and
retractions increasing at an alarming rate.

Unfortunately, what one can observe is that a
harmful system has been created. This system
tests people and we hope, on the other hand,
they behave properly (Dan Ariely).

We are truly responsible while being docents and
researchers, to form people with moral character
and to be truthful with the light of knowledge.
